Luckyis Warehouse is getting a makeover and nothing says luck better than green! The Furbish
Company is renovating the Luckyis Warehouse located on South Hanover Street and is
incorporating many green building elements into the design

Solar panels will heat water for the radiant poor heating. iOn some days we will not need
any electricity,0 says Michael Furbish.

New windows have replaced the rolling doors facing Hanover Street. Other plans being
considered include a vegetated wall system and an awning upgrade which would
use a planted vine system for shade and cooling. The company will also add
exterior lighting to improve both pedestrian safety and building appearance.

Furbish hopes that the improved appearance of the warehouse will inspire
neighboring business owners to make property improvements. Once complete,

the building will house fiClass Ab ofyce space for several tenants.
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
